Medical fee revision for Non-resident foreign visitors

Our medical fee for non-Japanese patients who are not enrolled in Health
Care Insurance System in Japan will change from April 1, 2025, rising from the
current ¥10 per medical remuneration point to ¥30.

(Meals during hospitalization will be ¥ 2,070 per meal instead of ¥ 670 )

Shinshu University Hospital’'s medical resources are funded by insurance
premiums and taxes paid by residents in Japan. Accordingly, to ensure fairness,
we will revise medical expenses incurred by foreign visitors so they pay an

amount equivalent to that shouldered by residents in Japan.

to all patients, so we appreciate your understanding and cooperation.
